GAC was incorporated in 

1996 as part of the Yandi Land Use Agreement which arose out of negotiations for the Native Title claim between 

Hamersley Iron (now part of the Rio Tinto Group) and the Banyjima, Innawonga and Nyiyapali People.  These three 

language groups are the Traditional Owners of the country at the centre of the Hamersley Yandi Iron Ore Mining 

operation.

Scope 

As part of our Housing Strategy for our Membership, GAC (through our Trustee, Gumala Investments Pty Ltd) has 

purchased 10 lots of land (“the Lots”) in the Demarchi sub-division in South Hedland, which will be developed for 

residential purposes.  GAC requires an environmental consultant (“the Consultant”) to complete an environmental 

survey of the Lots, and physically enquire as to the nature and extent of any potential contamination on the Lots.  The 

size of the lots varies from 501 to 578 square metres, and not adjacent to each other, but instead scattered 

throughout the division.  Please see the attached map for additional information. 

 
Relevant documentation will be provided to the Consultant by GAC, and other parties as required, for the purpose of 

these terms of reference.  

 
The Consultant should have relevant experience in environmental surveys and land contamination analysis 

 
Deliverables 

GAC requires a report (in Ms Word format), detailing the following: 

 The results of the analysis of the soil for the Lots; 

 Confirmation if the Lots have some contamination of any sort; 

 The methodology used in conducting the survey and analysis; and 

 Recommendations if the current environmental conditions of the Lots are suitable for residential purposes. 
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The final consultant report will be owned by GAC.  The attached map of the Demarchi sub-division shows GAC’s blocks 

circled in red.
